The Edgetech organised seminar “Energy Efficiency in Focus” on the 26th February at The Ricoh Arena, in Coventry last week was very well attended.  The four attendees from CENSolutions Ltd would like to thank Andy Jones and all his colleagues for organising what was an extremely interesting and thought provoking day.

The speakers highlighted a number of areas that will affect the fenestration industry in the coming years, mainly due to Governments commitment to reducing CO2 emissions to zero carbon by 2016.  The fact that windows and doors are in the top 3 when it comes to CO2 emissions from properties, actually contributing 23% seriously highlights why changes to UK Building Regulations will have a major impact on windows and doors in 2010, 2013 and 2016 as we drive to the ZC commitment.

The continued growth and the suitability of the BFRC WER’s as a way of proving compliance with the first phase of new building regulations, due spring 2010 was perhaps one of the main issues. The public raising of this issue will hopefully galvanise the representative bodies and suppliers into providing more information on this and other mandatory standards that will be coming in during the next year or so.

The fact that there are over 4,500 window frames manufacturers was interesting enough, however, the statement that there are over 11,500 installers raised many questions from the attendees as to how the BFRC scheme can be best targeted at them. After all it is the installers who are in direct contact with the end user and therefore the ones with the greatest need to promote it to the general public. We look forward to Giles Willson, the Technical Director of the GGF and the BFRC coming back with the promised rules and procedures and await the revised BFRC WER promotional campaign with anticipation.
